WHEREAS, Early in his life, Mr. Lozano labored as a ranch hand, breaking horses, tending to cows, and clearing brush for settlements; later employed as a bricklayer, he played a significant part in building Mission's landmarks, and then as assistant deputy constable he contributed to ensuring the peace and stability of the growing community; in 1967, after many years of perseverence, Mr. Lozano achieved his lifelong dream when he purchased his own ranch north of Mission; and


WHEREAS, A devoted husband and loving family patriarch, Mr. Lozano was a lasting and enriching influence in the lives of many, and it is indeed appropriate to take this opportunity to honor his memory; now, therefore, be it
