WHEREAS, The Calallen High School baseball team of Corpus Christi capped off a remarkable season with a hard‑fought 8‑6 victory against Port Neches‑Grove High School to capture the 2000 UIL Class 4A state baseball championship, and this outstanding team achievement is indeed worthy of special legislative recognition; and


WHEREAS, Head coach Steve Chapman and the rest of his coaching staff adroitly guided the Wildcats to a 38‑3 record and had them ably prepared for their title showdown against resilient Port Neches‑Grove; and


WHEREAS, In the championship game, the Wildcats rallied from a 6‑4 deficit by scoring two runs in the sixth inning to send the game into extra innings; Calallen took a lead it would not relinquish when Matt Bode scored in the ninth inning and Brandon Wittner added an insurance run to help secure the school's first‑ever state baseball title; and
