WHEREAS, Officer Garza graduated from the police academy in 1975 and worked as a patrolman with the San Antonio Police Department for the duration of his career;  during a tenure that spanned more than two decades, he demonstrated the compassion and quick thinking essential for success in the field of law enforcement, earning the respect and admiration of his peers for his dedication and tremendous experience; and


WHEREAS, A strong believer in the value of higher education, this esteemed officer earned a bachelor's degree in education from Wayland Baptist University in 1998 while working full‑time for the force; and


WHEREAS, Officer Hector Garza was a man of honesty, integrity, and courage, and although he will be deeply missed by the many people with whom he shared his life, his spirit will continue to live on in the hearts and minds not only of his family and friends, but also of all who were helped by him over the course of his exceptional life and career; now, therefore, be it
