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R E S O L U T I O N


WHEREAS, For more than 50 years, the Houston District of the Texas Department of Transportation has benefited from the dedicated service and insight of James Grayson, and his enduring career is most deserving of special legislative recognition; and


WHEREAS, A certified engineer from the University of Houston, Mr. Grayson joined the Texas Highway Department in 1946 as a laborer; he earned his engineer's license in 1956 through night courses; and
