WHEREAS, The 2001 Goodrich Hornets claimed the UIL Class 1A Division II boys' state basketball championship with a hard fought 62‑51 win against Nazareth High School; and


WHEREAS, Head coach Lester King adroitly guided Goodrich to its 10th District 29‑A title in the past 11 years and a 35‑3 overall record this season; in addition, he helped the Hornets qualify for the playoffs for the 12th consecutive year and had them ably prepared for their championship showdown against Nazareth; and

WHEREAS, The superb season would not have been possible without the contributions of all the talented team members, including Michael Wright, Tim Grant, Darryl Woods, Joe Henderson, Johnathan Brown, Randy McGowen, Jeremy Walker, Robert Roth, and Josh Venson; additional support came from principal Craig Ruby and superintendent Dr. James Boyce; and


WHEREAS, Through hard work, discipline, and training, the Goodrich players came together for a superb season; the Hornets' state triumph is an apt reflection of their commitment and competitive spirit, and it is appropriate to recognize their achievements; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 77th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate the 2001 Goodrich High School basketball team on winning the UIL Class 1A Division II boys' state basketball championship and extend to its members, coach, and supporters sincere best wishes for continued success and good fortune; and, be it further
