WHEREAS, A man of wide‑ranging abilities and interests, Colonel Furr has pursued avocations as diverse as historical study, woodworking, classic boats, underwater archeology, and technical scuba diving; his family includes 2 sons, 3 daughters, and 12 grandchildren; and
