WHEREAS, Mrs. Ziler was a frequent volunteer with many worthy community organizations, generously sharing her time, energy, and resources; in recognition of her deep commitment to her fellow Texans, she was named Citizen of the Year for 2000 by the Dell Valley Chamber of Commerce; and


WHEREAS, Holly Ziler was a woman ahead of her time who helped make history as a member of the Women Airforce Service Pilots; returning home, she continued to serve as an exemplary role model to the many people who knew and admired her; now, therefore, be it
