WHEREAS, A graduate of Nikki Rowe High School, Mr. Morin was the school mascot during his senior year; he also attended four years of ROTC and fulfilled a life‑long dream when he was accepted into the U.S. Marine Corps; and


WHEREAS, Our state and nation are fortunate to have young men and women whose love of country leads them to military service, but the death of this fine young soldier is a reminder that the  preservation of freedom is not without cost; Mr. Morin's passing  was a tremendous loss to his family, friends, and fellow marines, but his remarkable spirit will live on in the hearts of the many whose lives he touched during his time on this earth; now, therefore, be it
