WHEREAS, Mr. Brown is the founder and president of Education Design Services, a business that specializes in technology‑based staff developments, instruction design, staff training, school networking, and high school services; the success of this business has provided an opportunity for Mr. Brown to further contribute to and improve the state of education long after his departure from H‑E‑B ISD; and


WHEREAS, An active member and deacon at the First Baptist Church in Euless, he has given generously of his time and talents to a host of worthwhile community initiatives and it is a privilege to join his family, friends, and colleagues in honoring his distinguished tenure; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 77th Texas Legislature hereby commend Don Brown for his exceptional service to the Hurst‑Euless‑Bedford ISD and L. D.
