WHEREAS, Throughout the course of his tenure as a public servant, Mr. Cuellar demonstrated a steadfast belief in the democratic process and devoted his efforts to making government work for the benefit of all its citizens; although his spirit is gone from us now, his legacy of achievement will live on for generations to come; now, therefore, be it
