WHEREAS, This generous individual was known for his zest for life; he was a faithful congregant of First Presbyterian Church in Kerrville, a coach and director of the Kerrville Little League, and a Kerr County YMCA football coach; he was also involved with the San Antonio German Club, the Order of the Alamo, and Las Cazadores; and 


WHEREAS, Although his life was cut tragically short, Mr. Schreiner touched the lives of many people, and his devotion to his family and his community and the contributions he made to them will not soon be forgotten; now, therefore, be it
