WHEREAS, In 1978, Mr. Uranga, then a San Antonio resident, became involved in real estate development in that area, including the Uranga Towers project near the airport; during his exceptional professional life, his business acumen also led him to investment in banks as well as a savings and loan; and


WHEREAS, Retired for the past decade, this remarkable gentleman continues to travel extensively, and his treks have taken him to many locations throughout the world, including Europe, South America, Africa, Russia, China, and Alaska; and


WHEREAS, His 80th birthday provides a fitting opportunity to recognize this truly noteworthy Texan for his many achievements; now, therefore, be it
