WHEREAS, After retiring from the paper in 1998, Mrs. Sullivan continued her career in educational reporting by freelancing for several national publications and then by working in the communications department of the Richardson Independent School District; and


WHEREAS, The recipient of numerous accolades for her writing, Mrs. Sullivan received the prestigious Katie Award from the Press Club of Dallas for an exceptional 1991 education story; a dedicated volunteer for people with mental illness, she received the Media Award from the Texas Mental Health Association, and her unwavering commitment to her city earned her the Community Service Award from the Network of Community Ministries; and


WHEREAS, A loving mother and grandmother who worked tirelessly in behalf of people's rights and gave a voice to those who otherwise might not have been heard, Mrs. Sullivan will continue to have a positive impact on this world through her legacy of compassion and good works; now, therefore, be it
