WHEREAS, Judge Edwards has given generously of his time and expertise to various professional organizations; he served two terms as director of the Abilene Bar Association and was president of the Abilene Young Lawyers Association; Taylor County's local administrative district judge since 1986, Judge Taylor was president and vice president of the Texas Association of District Judges; and


WHEREAS, Known for his calm demeanor, Judge Taylor has upheld the standards of fairness and integrity in his court for two decades, earning a deep respect from countless citizens and the gratitude of the Lone Star State; now, therefore, be it
