WHEREAS, During Mrs. Rose's notable term of leadership from June 1998 to May 2001, the organization increased the number of children served by more than 25 percent, offered additional services, and experienced a significant increase in income; and


WHEREAS, An association of educators and volunteers, the nonprofit Educational First Steps is dedicated to providing quality early childhood education for disadvantaged Dallas‑area children; over the past decade, the agency has assisted more than 5,000 girls and boys from birth to age six with such initiatives as the First Steps to Reading curriculum and various educational materials and programs donated to affiliated preschools and child‑care centers; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. Rose is an academic language therapist who was employed for many years as an educator and retired as director of teacher training at Oklahoma City's Payne Education Center, of which she is a lifetime board member; and


WHEREAS, She has devoted her time and talents as volunteer coordinator of the Texas Instruments/SMU/Head Start Project and has participated as an advisory board member for Our Friend's Place in Dallas; and


WHEREAS, Selected Hockaday Alumna of the Year in 2000, Mrs. Rose has demonstrated a commitment to her community and the State of Texas that is an inspiration to all who know her, and her achievements and contributions are truly exemplary; now, therefore, be it
