WHEREAS, This highly regarded gentleman is an avid golfer who can often be found at Seguin's Starcke Park, walking, not riding,  the 18‑hole course as he hones his skills; and


WHEREAS, Elton Bohmann has made a tremendous difference in the lives of many Texans, and it is most appropriate that he be honored for his significant contributions; now, therefore, be it
