WHEREAS, In addition to his football achievements, Mr. Garza also excelled in track and field for the Javelinas; he holds the school record in the shot put and finished as high as second at the NCAA Division II track meet; he has thrown the shot put 60 feet and is also accomplished in the discus event; and


WHEREAS, This outstanding athlete impressed NFL scouts and coaches with his superb play at the Senior Bowl in Mobile, Alabama; a formidable competitor, Mr. Garza has used his toughness, tenacity, and football savvy to become a dominating player on the field, and it is indeed most appropriate to pay tribute to him at this time; now, therefore, be it
