WHEREAS, Scheduled to open on June 4 at Thomason Hospital, the new urgent‑care center will provide an on‑duty pediatrician during evening hours and will be the only service of its kind in the El Paso area; and


WHEREAS, Keeping a pediatrician on the emergency room off‑hours staff would also have the benefit of reducing patients' waiting time by spreading out the workload among more physicians; and
