WHEREAS, The honorary chair of the 2001 YWCA Salute to Women of Achievement, she is a former recipient of the award from the Greater Atlanta branch of the organization, and she was named as one of Georgia's 50 most influential black women; in addition, she was honored with the Human Service Award from the Atlanta National Association of Black Social Workers and the Georgia Association of Broadcasters' Award for Excellence in Women's News; and


WHEREAS, Having traveled across the country and around the world, Mrs. Aaron has a vast wealth of experiences from which to draw, and coupled with her strong educational background and her devotion to improving the lives of others, she is a remarkable source of inspiration and pride for all those fortunate to know of her; she is a woman of integrity and accomplishment, and it is a privilege to honor her at this time; now, therefore, be it
