WHEREAS, During his career, Mr. Johnson worked in many areas of public service, ranging from Marlin city manager to being a founding member and secretary of the Central Texas Resource Conservation and Development Board; moreover, from 1982‑1987, he contributed his time and efforts to the Divan of the Karem Shrine Temple A.A.O.N.M.S. and gave generously of himself to the Shriners' Children's Hospitals and Burn Institutes; and


WHEREAS, A devoted husband and loving father who was an enormous benefactor to his community and the entire State of Texas, Mr. Johnson will long live in the hearts of the many people whose lives he so deeply touched; now, therefore, be it
