WHEREAS, Named Superintendent of the Year for Region IV in 1994 and 1995, this respected administrator has worked diligently to develop an educational system that is based on the needs of the students; under his guidance, the Aldine ISD Board of Education was named the Outstanding School Board of Texas for 1998 by the Texas Association of School Administrators, and the American School Board Journal selected the board for a 1999 Magna Award for innovative programs that raise academic achievement; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Donaldson has improved the quality of education in Texas through his hard work and dedicated service, and it is a privilege to recognize him for his impressive accomplishments; now, therefore, be it
