WHEREAS, Appointed to the board of regents by Governor George W. WHEREAS, A graduate of Texas A&M University, Mr. Nye is a member of the Development Council of The University of Texas at Dallas and serves on the executive boards for the Cox School of Business and School of Law, on the board of directors for the Tate Lecture Series, and as a member of the Executive Advisory Council of the Maguire Center for Ethics Policy and Public Responsibility for Southern Methodist University; and


WHEREAS, Actively involved in a wide range of civic and philanthropic organizations, he is a board member of the Dallas Foundation, Boys and Girls Club of America, and North Texas Public Broadcasting; he serves as a member of the Dallas Committee on Foreign Relations, Salvation Army's Dallas County Advisory Board, the YWCA Metropolitan Dallas Advisory Board, the Dallas Symphony CEO Council, and others too numerous to mention; and


WHEREAS, His myriad accomplishments have earned him such notable accolades as the American Jewish Committee's 1999 Humanitarian of the Year Award and the Longhorn Council of Boy Scouts of America's 1998 Distinguished Citizen Award, as well as a 1998 Father of the Year Award; and


WHEREAS, This talented gentleman has rendered invaluable service to The Texas A&M University System and countless other organizations, and he is most deserving of special recognition as he assumes his new position as chairman of The Texas A&M University System board of regents; now, therefore, be it
