WHEREAS, Mr. Rodrigues will be greatly missed by his colleagues at the department for his great sense of humor and candor, and it is a pleasure to join his many friends in wishing him the very best as he begins a well‑deserved retirement; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 77th Texas Legislature hereby honor Manuel P. Rodrigues, Jr., on his retirement from the Laredo District‑Eagle Pass Maintenance Office of the Texas Department of Transportation and commend him for his 37 years of exemplary service; and, be it further
