WHEREAS, Actively involved in the community, Ms. Nation was a member of the Pentecostal Missionary Baptist Church and served as an emcee for the Houston Area Urban League's Equal Opportunity Day Concert; she also joined with colleagues from the news station to form a celebrity bowling team that helped raise money for the United Negro College Fund; and


WHEREAS, The Young Women's Christian Association selected Ms. Nation as one of its 2000 Women of Outstanding Achievement for her numerous civic accomplishments and many good works and deeds; and


WHEREAS, With her hard work and dedication, Ms. Nation was a beloved figure who strived to present stories in an informative and entertaining fashion; through her valuable journalistic efforts, she earned the respect and admiration of peers and countless television viewers in the Houston metropolitan area; and


WHEREAS, Although she will be deeply missed, her bright spirit and enduring legacy will continue to live on in all those whose lives she touched; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 77th Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of Monique Nation and extend sincere sympathy to her family members, friends, and colleagues; and, be it further
