RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 77th Texas Legislature hereby honor Sharon Carter for her exemplary execution of the duties of house parliamentarian and chief clerk and express to her its deep appreciation for her unfailing judiciousness and composure in the eye of the storm; and, be it further
