A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

relating to county and public health district fees.


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:


SECTION 1.  Subsection (b), Section 437.012, Health and Safety Code, is amended to read as follows:


(b)  The fee charged by a county or public health district for issuing or renewing a permit may not exceed $300 [$150 or the highest fee charged by a municipality in the county or public health district, whichever amount is less].


SECTION 2.  This Act takes effect September 1, 2001.
