A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

relating to the terms of members of the advisory board of the Texas Academy of Mathematics and Science.


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:


SECTION 1.  Subsection (d), Section 105.96, Education Code, is amended to read as follows:


(d)  A member of the board serves for a term of six years[, except that the original board members shall draw by lot for terms of two, four, or six years].  If reappointed, a member may serve for more than one term.


SECTION 2.  This Act takes effect immediately.
