A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

relating to the requirement that state agencies notify the governor's office of job vacancies.


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:


SECTION 1.  Section 656.022, Government Code, is amended to read as follows:


Sec. 656.022.  SUBMISSION OF JOB INFORMATION FORMS.  As soon as possible after a job vacancy occurs or is filled in Travis County in a state agency, the agency shall complete and deliver to the commission [and to the Equal Employment Opportunity Office in the governor's office] the appropriate information form prescribed by the commission and pertaining to the job vacancy or placement.


SECTION 2.  This Act takes effect September 1, 2001.
