marine safety officers, and boater, hunter, and angler instructors;

WHEREAS, After spending almost seven months in training,

Chris has mastered the demanding curriculum of the Game Warden

Academy and will be commissioned on January 17, 2001; and


WHEREAS, Chris now has the knowledge and skills necessary to

protect the parks and wildlife of Texas; in carrying out his duties

as a game warden, he performs a vital service for the citizens of

this great state; now, therefore, be it
