WHEREAS, As a recognized oratorical historian, Mrs. Mays

has performed in numerous programs at the Dallas Folk Festival,

at schools and churches, and at the Dallas Black Academy of Arts

and Letters; she participated in a three‑week touring program

called Texas in Paris, which was presented at the Centro Flog

in Florence, Italy, and the Maison Des Cultures du Monde in

Paris, France; and
