"The Birthplace of Tejano" dating back to the mid 1940's where

Armando Marroquin, Sr., and Paco Betancourt established the

first recording company to record Tejano artists exclusively,

Ideal Records, that was based in Alice; Armando Marroquin also

owned a jukebox company and insured Ideal recordings would be

distributed throughout South Texas and started the careers of

many Tejano stars; and


WHEREAS, Currently, Tejano music is a huge industry and

major record labels have begun to recognize and invest millions

of dollars; the Tejano R.O.O.T.S. Hall of Fame Museum gives an

impressive setting which people from throughout the state,

nation, and world may view and understand a part of our national

heritage; now, therefore, be it
