WHEREAS, Formed more than 80 years ago, the Texas

Forestry Association is a nonprofit trade association composed

of over 3,400 members who cultivate, manage, harvest, and process

forest resources; through education, political action, and public

relations, the Texas Forestry Association strives to advance and

perpetuate forestry in the state while meeting the resource needs

of landowners, producers, and consumers and promoting a greater

understanding and acceptance of forest conservation practices; and


WHEREAS, Timber is the third‑largest agricultural crop

in Texas, which has more than 12 million acres of forestland;

the forestry industry employs over 91,000 people with an annual

payroll exceeding $2 billion and has an annual economic impact

of over $22 billion; and


WHEREAS, The association's members have a vested interest

in ensuring that Texas' forests continue to thrive, and to that

end, the forest industry and private landowners plant more than

100 million seedlings annually; and


WHEREAS, In an effort to increase public awareness of

forestry, the Texas Forestry Association is distributing 5,500

hardwood seedlings near the south steps of the State Capitol

during its visit, and it is indeed a privilege to recognize this

noteworthy organization for its exemplary work at this time; now,

therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

77th Legislature, hereby recognize February 13, 2001, as Texas

Forestry Association Day at the State Capitol and extend to the

organization's members best wishes for a memorable visit; and,
