Corporations is celebrating its Fifth Annual Community Development

Conference in Austin February 12 through 14, 2001; it is the

largest gathering of community development practitioners in the

state; and


WHEREAS, Today, Tuesday, February 13, 2001, community

development practitioners from across Texas will visit the

Capitol and meet with their respective legislators to discuss

the importance of affordable housing and economic development

in Texas; and


WHEREAS, Texas community development corporations have

produced over 24,500 units of owner‑occupied housing and rental

housing in their history through 1999, and they have a projected

11,243 housing units under construction or planned for 2000‑2001;

and


WHEREAS, Community lenders called community development

finance institutions have stimulated economic development in

low‑income communities, directing over $60.5 million dollars

to 1,912 local firms or individuals starting an enterprise from

1994‑1999; and


WHEREAS, The majority of community development corporations

provide a comprehensive set of services for Texas communities,

such as housing and commercial and business development, as well

as youth programs, employment training, and childcare services;

now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

77th Legislature, hereby recognize February 13, 2001, as Texas

Community Development Day at the Capitol and extend sincere best

wishes for continued success to all association members; and, be
