WHEREAS, To his friends and colleagues Vin seemed to possess

boundless energy; a man of vision, he got things done, and Dallas

benefitted greatly from his prodigious efforts; and


WHEREAS, Vin distinguished himself among his fellow

philanthropists in that his gifts went beyond financial generosity;

Vin fully committed himself to his projects, taking an active role

in their planning and development and using his keen intellect to

help solve problems and his wonderful sense of humor to entertain

all those involved; and


WHEREAS, The University of Texas Southwestern Medical Center

at Dallas, Southern Methodist University, and, in particular, the

Dallas Museum of Art were recipients of Vin's generosity; in 1999,

Vin received the Annette G. Strauss Humanitarian Award for his

outstanding community service; and


WHEREAS, The untimely death of Vin Prothro has occasioned

a great loss for the State of Texas; a man of great mental and

spiritual strength, he accomplished great things for his state

and was poised to do even more; the legacy he leaves is indeed
