in 1983 with a bachelor of science degree in mechanical

engineering; and


WHEREAS, In June, 1983, Thomas took a job with the

Army Corps of Engineers; in November, 1983, he married

Patricia Vega; in October, 1984, he transferred to White Sands

Missile Range, taking a permanent position in the National Range

Optics Branch; and


WHEREAS, Tom Tullius was dedicated to his work and served

as the lead engineer in modification and upgrades of the advanced

optical mount used for testing at the White Sands Missile Range;

from 1992 until his death in 2000, he was Chief, Air Force

Engineering, Deputy for Air Force, 46th Test Group; and


WHEREAS, Thomas G. Tullius was recognized as the White Sands

Missile Range Engineer and Scientist of the Year in 1995; the

award was for superior achievements and leadership in 12 Air Force

Test Evaluation and Scientific programs; and


WHEREAS, The impressive accomplishments of Thomas Tullius

reflect great credit upon Mr. Tullius and Team White Sands Missile

Range; throughout his career, Tom received many honors for

performance and special act awards for notable achievement; and


WHEREAS, A devoted family man, Tom Tullius and his wife,

Patricia, enjoyed their children, Thomas Gerard Tullius, Jr.,

and twin daughters Jami Frances Tullius and Toni Kathleen Tullius;

the three children have excelled in academics and athletics because
