WHEREAS, Dr. Schmidly is also a leading scientific authority

in the area of natural resource management and conservation in

North America and has authored or edited more than 100 scientific

its president, Dr. Schmidly is committed to providing a superior

educational environment for students from all parts of Texas and

across the nation; and


WHEREAS, A remarkable scholar and author and a highly

respected leader in the field of education, Dr. Schmidly

brings a wealth of experience to his position as president of

Texas Tech University, and he undoubtedly will have a strong and

positive impact on the university's future; now, therefore, be it
