Archonetts, and Gents have been most diligent in their service;

in 1998, the Archonetts were honored for adopting the Renaissance

Children's Home and won second‑place honors at the National Step

Show; and

and fraternity brothers, the members of the Omicron Gamma Zeta

Chapter have worked hard to meet the challenges of the sorority's

mission, and its members deserve recognition for their many

accomplishments; now, therefore, be it
