WHEREAS, Later, Cloteal worked in the Department of Housing

and Urban Development for the Assistant Secretary, preparing the

secretary for congressional hearings and representing her on

administrative and policy issues; and


WHEREAS, Returning to Texas in 1980, Cloteal Davis Haynes

became Division Manager for the City of Austin's Housing and

Community Services Department for the next six years; her

responsibilities included planning and administration of large

federally funded housing, community, and economic development

projects; and


WHEREAS, At Haynes‑Eaglin‑Waters, Cloteal Davis Haynes

provides services that include:  assisting governmental entities

and nonprofit organizations with the planning and administration

of government‑funded programs for housing and community and

economic development; general construction and construction

management; and data collection and analyses; and


WHEREAS, A woman who believes in returning value to her

community, Cloteal Davis Haynes is on the Board of Austin Community

Financial and Zachary Scott Theater, has chaired the Affordable

Housing Task Force of the Greater Austin Chamber of Commerce for

two years, and has served on the Austin Downtown Advisory Group;

and


WHEREAS, Cloteal Davis Haynes's work has contributed greatly

to the availability of affordable housing and has significantly

improved workplace conditions for women; the State of Texas feels

that this outstanding citizen is certainly worthy of legislative

recognition; now, therefore, be it
