skills as Deputy Comptroller for over nine years, during which he

was given the Administrator of the Year Award by the Texas State

Agency Business Administrators Association; he has also served as

Executive Director for the Select Committee on Tax Equity and as

WHEREAS, Billy is recognized for his expertise in tax

administration and financial management; Billy is a past president

and current board member of the National Tax Association and the

National Federation of Tax Administrators; Billy was the first

recipient of the Bob Bullock Award for Public Stewardship presented

by the Government Technology Conference; and


WHEREAS, A native of McGregor, Texas, Billy is a graduate

of The University of Texas at Austin with highest honors and the

Lyndon B. Johnson School of Public Affairs; he was recognized as

the first recipient of the L.B.J. School's Distinguished Alumni

Award; and


WHEREAS, Billy and his wife, Chris, have raised three

outstanding children:  Kelly, Michael, and Mark; and


WHEREAS, Referencing Billy's contributions to the State of

Texas is reminiscent of an analogy he sometimes uses:  "It's like

eating potato chips (or Krispy Kreme Doughnuts):  Once you start,
