named International Ambassador of Goodwill in 1997 by Governor for

WHEREAS, Respected for his many accomplishments and his civic

leadership, Mr. Muniz was named Grand Marshal of Rio Grande City's

Christmas Parade in 1992; four years later, his fellow citizens

honored Mr. Muniz again for his commitment to his community,

presenting him with a brass Texas Lone Star from Senator Zaffirini

on his 94th birthday; and
