who appears in 72 television markets and is heard on over 250 radio

stations daily; he founded the National Association of Physician

Broadcasters; and


WHEREAS, A man of many talents, Dr. Lanier was honored in

1995 by the American Medical Association with the Education and

Research Foundations award for public communicators; and


WHEREAS, A dedicated computer hobbyist, Dr. Lanier currently

is the consultant for the American Medical Association for website

development and computer‑related ethical issues; and


WHEREAS, The career of service of Dr. Bobby Lanier has

enhanced the medical care available in the Fort Worth metropolitan

area, and his devotion to the poor and uninsured is invaluable;
