life as the first female president of the Jewish Federation of

Greater Dallas; she was a founding member of Mazon:  The Jewish

Response to Hunger; as a member of the Interfaith Commission in

Dallas she worked diligently on Jewish‑Christian relations; and


WHEREAS, As a tribute to this selfless individual who

worked tirelessly on behalf of human rights and social justice,

Mrs. Sikora was honored by the American Jewish Congress in

June, 2000, with their Women of Spirit Award; and


WHEREAS, The loss of such a generous woman widely admired

for her remarkable grace is felt not only by her family and

many friends, but also by the people who benefitted from her

philanthropy and community spirit, and it is appropriate for the

Texas Senate to honor her memory; now, therefore, be it
