WHEREAS, As a young man Butch joined with his brother to

open an Army surplus store; the venture proved successful, and

the brothers soon moved on to athletic apparel with the opening

of Hoffer's Sports Wear in 1938; and


WHEREAS, Hoffer's Sports Wear has since become one of

Beaumont's preeminent clothing stores; over the years, Butch's

store attracted not only local business, but also the regular

patronage of such noted professional athletes as Saint Louis

Cardinals pitcher Dizzy Dean and Detroit Tigers Schoolboy Roe

and Hank Greenberg; and


WHEREAS, His business enabled Butch to interact with

citizens of Beaumont, and he was widely respected and loved

for his affable, fun‑loving  nature; and


WHEREAS, Upon retiring from work in the 1980s, Butch gave

back to the Beaumont community, generously donating his time,

resources, and talent to the Melton Young Men's Christian

Association, Some Other Place Mission, the Salvation Army,

the American Red Cross, and the Rotary Club; and


WHEREAS, His family and friends will remember Butch for his

energy, intelligence, and warmth; he leaves behind many memories

that will be treasured forever by those in the Beaumont community;
