tenure was complete, he continued to volunteer his time to the

organization; and


WHEREAS, A spiritual person, Dr. Jackson was a member of the

First Baptist Church of Lewisville, where he served as a deacon;

WHEREAS, A man of integrity, strength, and generosity,

Dale Jackson was devoted to his profession, his family, and

his community; he leaves behind memories that will be treasured

forever by members of the Lewisville community; now, therefore,
