change programs since 1975, Billie has a record as the most

knowledgeable technician in the taxpayer service area; and


WHEREAS, Throughout her career, Billie has been recognized

for her superior organizational skills, her dependability, and

her accuracy; she has worked in the Data Processing, Tax Records,

Revenue Processing, Revenue Accounting, and Account Maintenance

divisions; and
