WHEREAS, Charged with maintaining the nation's security and

prepared to do their utmost to defend their country and the cause

of freedom, the nation's men and women in the armed services serve

at their posts every day of the year, at home and throughout the

world; and


WHEREAS, Having long distinguished themselves in the

annals of the armed forces, Texans and other fellow citizens

of the United States of America continue to uphold the tradition

of gallantry and integrity established by the legions who have

preceded them; and


WHEREAS, Consequently, it is fitting that all citizens

pay tribute to the country's past and present members of the

United States military services; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

77th Legislature, hereby recognize May, 2001, as Remembrance,
