WHEREAS, In addition to fund‑raising, the club has

contributed significantly to the Houston community by helping with

such causes as the Florence Critterdon Home for young mothers and

Cancer Awareness Weeks; its members have distributed magazines and

books to retirement homes and hospitals and have worked with a

Reading is Fun program at a Spring Branch School; and


WHEREAS, Over the last 40 years, several of the club members

have served as officers in the Texas Federation of Republican

Women, two were named in a group of 10 Top Outstanding Republican

Women in Texas, and a number have served as campaign chairs for

candidates seeking elected offices; now, therefore, be it
