WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas is proud to

recognize Anita S. Jones for her outstanding contributions to

the citizens of Texas in bringing information about Chronic

Fatigue Immune Dysfunction Syndrome to the public; and


WHEREAS, Also known as Chronic Fatigue Syndrome, this

disease affects over 800,000 Americans; and


WHEREAS, Some symptoms that characterize this illness are

substantial impairment of short‑term memory, constant fatigue,

sore throat, muscle and joint pain, difficulty concentrating,

and restless sleep; and


WHEREAS, Both Mrs. Jones and her daughter are victims of

this debilitating illness; Anita Jones has decided to take action

to try to help others with this disease, which can masquerade as

many other illnesses, and she is working to acquaint the public

with its causes and with various ways patients may get needed

help; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. Jones has corresponded with several state

legislators to request legislation to help those who suffer

from Chronic Fatigue Syndrome; she has been assisted by the

office staff of Senator Rodney Ellis, who directed her to

Health and Human Services Committee members; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Patricia Salvato, medical director of Innergy,

a center for chronic fatigue and fibromyalgia, and Anita Jones

sent written testimony to the  Health and Human Services Commission

in August, 2000, about the ravages of the illness and the kind of

help its sufferers need; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

77th Legislature, hereby express appreciation to Anita S. Jones

for her efforts to raise awareness of Chronic Fatigue Syndrome

and help its victims; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That a copy of this Resolution be prepared

for her as an expression of highest regard and esteem from the

Texas Senate.
