WHEREAS, This esteemed gentleman is one of 24 individuals

on the board of directors who are professionally involved in the

art of photography in promotion, creation, or education; and


WHEREAS, While serving as a board member, Mr. Scalf's

duties will include promoting public awareness and understanding

of the innovators, technologies, arts, and chronology of

photographic imaging; moreover, he will review nominations to

the hall of fame made by individuals and organizations from around

WHEREAS, Located in the west wing of the Kirkpatrick

Center in Oklahoma City, the International Photography Hall

of Fame and Museum opened on July 15, 1983, and has several

thousand photographs in its permanent collection, representing

more than 500 artists; in addition, it features hundreds of

cameras and other equipment dating from the 1860s to the present

day; and
