WHEREAS, On October 21, 1944, Charlotte married the cherished

partner of her life, William L. Massey; they were the proud parents

of two children, William and Mary; and


WHEREAS, Charlotte worked for the betterment of the

El Paso community in a variety of ways, serving as president of

the Crockett School Parent Teacher Association, the Ladies Golf

Association at Coronado Country Club, and the Junior League of

El Paso; an Episcopalian, she participated in a 20‑year

needlepoint project for Saint Francis on the Hill Episcopal

Church; and


WHEREAS, Known for her kindness, indomitable spirit, and

unfailing generosity, Charlotte was beloved by her community;

during her lifetime she proved herself a devoted native daughter

of El Paso; she leaves her loving family, many friends, and

fellow citizens of El Paso many treasured memories and a legacy of

commitment to her community and her family; now, therefore, be it
